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RESUMEN

Se busca determinar la influencia de la pandemia del virus del COVID 19 en los Delitos
Informéticos Contra el Patrimonio (DICP). Para tal efecto, se efecttio un estudio correlacional con
enfoque cualitativo. Se revisa la teoria y doctrina, y la normativa nacional y supranacional
relevante. Como resultado, se ha obtenido evidencia del incremento de los DICP durante el
discurrir de dicha enfermedad contagiosa en el 2020, en Lima Metropolitana. Se recomienda la
ensefianza teorica y practica del ilicito penal materia de analisis en todos los niveles de educacion,
enfatizando en las medidas de ciberseguridad para el uso de las tecnologias de la informacion, asi
como la difusion de campafias educativas en temas de Ciberseguridad y modalidades de

Ciberdelitos.
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ABSTRACT

It seeks to determine the influence of the COVID 19 virus pandemic on Computer Crimes
Against Property (DICP). For this purpose, a correlational study with a qualitative approach was
carried out. The theory and doctrine, and the relevant national and supranational regulations are
reviewed. As a result, evidence has been obtained of the increase in DICP during the course of
said contagious disease in 2020, in Metropolitan Lima. Theoretical and practical teaching of the
criminal offense matter of analysis is recommended at all levels of education, emphasizing
cybersecurity measures for the use of information technologies, as well as the dissemination of

educational campaigns on Cybersecurity issues and modalities of Cybercrimes.
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
